He enlisted in the Lancashire Fusiliers at Manchester, Lancashire. and embarked for France on 25 September 
1915.

He was a married man. His wife's name was Martha A. PLUMMER (nee LANGTON) They married at 
Manchester Register Office or Registrar Attended on 17 March 1905. They had children: James b.1904, 
Albert b.1906, May b.1909, Ellen b.1912, Ethel b. 1914

He was awarded the Victory Medal, British War Medal & 1914-15 Star
He is recorded as Killed in action on 8 July 1916

Before enlisting he was employed by the Lancashire and Yorkshire Railway Company, Chief Civil Engineers 
Dept. at Miles Platting as a Platelayer
