William Harold ROEBUCK was born  at Horwich, Lancashire on 19 September 1895 the son of William and 
Grace ROEBUCK.
In the 1911 census the family were living at 312, Chorley New Road, Horwich, Lancashire,. He was aged 15 
with the occupation of Railway Apprentice Fitter.
In the 1901 census the family were living at 42, Richnond Street, Hortwich, Lancashire,. He was aged 5

He enlisted in the Royal Flying Corps.
He is recorded as Killed in action on 11 September 1917 aged 19

Before enlisting he was employed by the Lancashire and Yorkshire Railway Company, Locomotive Dept. at 
Horwich
