He was aged 14 with the 
occupation of Cotton Piecer.
In the 1901 census the family were living at 29, Cooper Street, Horwich, Lancashire,. He was aged 4

He enlisted in the Royal Warwickshire Regiment at Horwich, Lancashire.

He was awarded the Victory Medal, British War Medal
He is recorded as Killed in action on 26 October 1917 aged 21
