Frederick Thomas THURSTON was born  at Failsworth, Oldham, Lancashire in 1897 the son of Frederick 
and Annie THURSTON nee CHAFER who were married 06/04/1897 at  St. Marks, Glodwick, Oldham, 
Lancashire. His father died on .
In the 1911 census the family were living at Inmate. He was aged 13 with the occupation of Sculcotes, 
Yorkshire, (Fault with Ancestry Cannot Vie Location).
In the 1901 census the family were living at 22, Moston Road, Chadderton, Oldham, Lancashire,. He was 
aged 3

He enlisted in the Yorkshire Regiment at Goole, Yorkshire. and embarked for France on 19 August 1915. His 
last known address was Chadderton, Oldham, Lancashire, Chadderton, Moston Road, 22 (1901 Census).

Previously 19555 = Yorkshire Light Infantry

He was awarded the Victory Medal, British War Medal & 1914-15 Star
He is recorded as Killed in action on 8 February 1917 aged 19

Before enlisting he was employed by the Lancashire and Yorkshire Railway Company as a Capstan Youth
