John McCall CALVERT was born  at Dumfries, Dumfrieshire Scotland in 1894 the son of Frank and 
Margaret CALVERT. His father died on .
In the 1911 census the family were living at 144, Crown Lane, Horwich,. He was aged 17 with the occupation 
of Loco Engine Cleaner.
In the 1901 census the family were living at 15, Tavers Street, Horwich,. He was aged 7

He enlisted in the Royal Engineers. and embarked for Egypt on 2 July 1915. His last known address was 
Horwich, Travers Street, 15

He was awarded the Victory Medal, British War Medal & 1914-15 Star
He is recorded as Died at home on 5 January 1921

Before enlisting he was employed by the Lancashire and Yorkshire Railway Company, Locomotive Dept. at 
Horwich
