James DANIEL was born  at Preston, Lancashire in 1893 the son of James  and Alice DANIEL nee 
PILKINGTON who were married 25/12/1884 at  Emmanuel, Preston. His father died in 1906. His mother died 
in 1906.
In the 1911 census the family were living at 46, Brougham Street, Preston, Lancashire,. He was aged 18 with 
the occupation of Cottom Mill Piecer.
In the 1901 census the family were living at 58, Brougham Street (Peel Castle Public House), Preston, 
Lancashire,. He was aged 8

He enlisted in the Loyal North Lancashire at Preston, Lancashire. and embarked for France on 25 September 
1915. His last known address was Preston, Ashton (on-Ribble. Hull Street, 26 - CWGC).

Grave Inscription, "THY WILL BE DONE"

He was awarded the Victory Medal, British War Medal & 1914-15 Star
He is recorded as Killed in action on 10 July 1916 aged 23

Before enlisting he was employed by the Lancashire and Yorkshire Railway Company, Chief Goods Managers 
Dept at Preston as a Checker
