Fred Penn HICKMAN was born  at Altrincham, Cheshire in 1894 the son of Percy and Minnie HICKMAN nee

He was living at Hale, Cheshire when he enlisted in the Manchester Regiment at Manchester, Lancashire. and 
embarked for Gallipolli on 5 May 1915. His last known address was Hale, Cheshire, Clarence Road, 20, 
CWGC

He was awarded the Victory Medal, British War Medal & 1914-15 Star
He is recorded as Killed in action aged 20
