Ireland when he enlisted in the Royal Irish Rifles at Belfasr, 
Ireland. and embarked for France on 6 October 1915.

Regimental No. 19047 on Medal Card & CWGC, 17047 in Soldiers Killed

He was awarded the Victory Medal, British War Medal & 1914-15 Star
He is recorded as Killed in action on 1 July 1916

Before enlisting he was employed by the Lancashire and Yorkshire Railway Company, Chief Goods Managers 
Dept. at Drogheda as a Casual Porter
