He enlisted in the Machine Gun Corps at Horwich, Lancashire.

He was a married man. His wife's name was Clara Edna KILNER (nee JOYCE) They married at St. Catherine, 
Horwich, Lancashire on 28 March 1905. They had children: Thomas V. b. 1916

He was awarded the Victory Medal & British War Medal
He is recorded as Killed in action on 30 November 1917 aged 25
