Frederick ALDRED was born  at Southport, Lancashire in 1895 the son of John Willam and Sarah ALDRED 
nee ALMOND.
In the 1911 census the family were living at 18, Hall Street, Soutport, Lancashire,. He was aged 16. Student
In the 1901 census the family were living at 8, Derby Road, Southport,. He was aged 6

He enlisted in the Machine Gun Corps at Southport, Lancashire. and embarked for (Theatre of war not 
known) on 7 March 1915. His last known address was Southport. Hall Street, 18 (1911 Census).

He was awarded the Victory Medal, British War Medal & 1914-15 Star
He is recorded as Killed in action on 26 September 1916 in France

Before enlisting he was employed by the Lancashire and Yorkshire Railway Company, Chief Goods Managers 
Dept. at Southport as a Clerk
